About End Water Poverty

End Water Poverty is an international campaign to achieve sanitation and water for all, supported by a global civil society coalition. Launched in March 2007, this coalition has grown rapidly to include over 180 member organisations and networks in 50 countries across Africa, Asia, Europe, North America and Australasia. Over 1.25 million actions have been taken in support of the campaign during its first three years, demonstrating a real global movement for change.

What we do

Campaigning together for change: End Water Poverty seeks to support and coordinate both lobbying and public campaigning, in order to achieve sanitation and water for all. National campaigning in all regions is at the core of the campaign, and efforts are always made to effectively link local actions and voices to global policy makers. A good example is the World Walks for Water, a huge global mobilization held around World Water Day 2011, involving around 350,000 people in 75 countries. See www.worldwalksforwater.org.
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Building a global movement: We bring together networks and organizations from all parts of the world to campaign together more effectively on shared aims. By sharing information on key issues and policy-making processes, providing ideas and resources for campaigning, and coordinating lobbying and campaign actions across countries, we seek to maximise the impact, and amplify the voice, of civil society.

Facilitating civil society input into global processes: We help to facilitate and coordinate civil society input into a number of key international political processes, not least the ‘Sanitation and Water for All’ partnership. We support the involvement of national and regional networks, share information, consult with members on joint positions and facilitate the selection of civil society representatives.
Our successes
We started our campaign for an international global framework for water and sanitation that would see increased funding, better accountability and regular meetings of key stakeholders. This was achieved in 2010 with the launch of the Sanitation and Water for All (SWA). See more at www.sanitationandwaterforall.org
The SWA held its first High-Level Meeting in spring 2010. End Water Poverty worked with national and local partners in hard lobbying before this meeting and has been holding the partnership to account since this time.
The challenge now, and the focus of future campaigns, will be to ensure that this new partnership delivers substantive results that accelerate progress in the sector. 
Our main other successes have been:
· Developing joint policy positions for key moments or processes. For example: 
· the Manifesto for the SWA High-Level Meeting in 2010 signed by 120 organisations and networks and joint manifesto on the UN Conference for the Least Developed Countries in 2011

· the policy briefing Breaking Barriers for the MDG+10 Summit 2010
· a collaborative briefing ‘Join Up, Scale Up’ on the importance of integrating health and water and sanitation programmes and practices.
· Facilitating members’ working groups to share information and coordinate lobbying on key processes (like the SWA or MDG Summit).
· Mass mobilization campaigning – including 350,000 people in 75 countries mobilized for the World Walks for Water and 100,000 joining the World’s Longest Toilet Queue.
· Facilitating involvement of CSOs in working groups of the SWA, including the Steering Committee, and in national SWA processes (with ANEW and FANSA).

· Building partnerships with international CSO coalitions through GCAP, or separately with Global Campaign for Education and Action for Global Health etc.

· Direct advocacy at international level. Moving towards enabling members to do this. 
· Providing information to members through newsletters and social media on what’s happening in the sector, the campaign, and how to get involved.
· Facilitating the election of an international Steering Committee of members, newly elected in November 2010.
Defining End Water Poverty’s niche and added value

· Being a global campaigning coalition that brings together existing civil society organizations and networks from both North and South. 

· Promoting public campaigning and coordinated lobbying around a specific agreed global policy change agenda.
· Facilitating and coordinating of CSO input into the SWA, and other specific global policy making processes as appropriate.

· Supporting the work led by other networks in regional level advocacy (AU, SACOSAN) or issues outside our current focus (climate change, rights). 

· Building and maintaining links outside the WASH sector, in particular to non-WASH INGOs and international networks.
The future campaign
A three year strategy, priority and focus for 2011-2014 was devised in January 2011. As we go forward into the second year of this strategy we will stop to analyse progress and define campaign opportunities for members of the coalition.
We will continue to build on our previous successes on mass mobilization on World Water Day. The World Walks for Water and Sanitation, will mobilise thousands of people around the world to campaign to national leaders ahead of the SWA High-Level Meeting in April 2012.
